On 5 January, Adrien collapsed with a heart attelcke doing a hysterectomy.

He
returned to Mandritsara at the end of Februarytesdbeen gradually getting
back to work. He has always been a very active imainthis has slowed him up
quite markedly and we were unsure whether we wbeldble to come over to
England as planned.

In 1993 when we first arrived in Mandritsara thesas a small (12
members) Baptist church in the town and virtuatiywork at all in

Sussex in area). Now there is a large Baptist ¢hurdlandritsara
and 56 villages have small groups of believers. Jieat challenge is
to train leaders for all these groups. Mat and Ketye now been in
Madagascar for almost a year and a half. Their tyéeg language is
coming on very well, and Mat has given himselftte task of training
leaders for the churches. This has meant a lotaoinmng and
preparatory work for him with Pastor Julien of Mandritsara Baptist
church and Mr Radesana, our hospital evangelistar@dhe joint leaders.
